Charter amendment authorizing nonresidents to fill one City Council position. 

Question
Shall the Charter be amended to allow up to one City Council position be filled by nonresidents of Willamina?

Summary
This proposed Charter amendment would allow nonresidents of Willamina to fill up to one position on the Willamina City Council. To be eligible for for elective office in the City, the Willamina Charter currently requires a person to be a Willamina resident at the time of election, and have been a City resident for at least the 12 months immediately preceding the election.
If approved, the proposed Charter amendment would allow up to one City Council position to be filled by a nonresident of the City of Willamina, or by a City resident who has not been a resident for at least 12 months at the time of the election. 
If approved, the requirement that the person be a qualified elector under the Oregon constitution would still apply, as would the prohibition against City employees holding elective office and the prohibition against any person being a candidate for more than one elective City office at a single election.
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
