The Willamina City Council will hold a public hearing on June 12, 2018 @ 6:00 pm, at West Valley Fire, 825 NE Main St. Willamina. The purpose of the hearing is to obtain citizen comments on a proposed 10% increase in water rates and an increase of 2.5% increase in sewer rates which would become effective with the June 16-July 15, 2018, billing cycle. Also, the City is proposing an increase to the utility fee of $.50. 
The proposal would increase the meter base rate for water for a residential customer by $3.16 and increase the commodity rate by .38 per 100 cubic feet per month and increase the sewer by $1.48 per month.  Plus add an increase to the utility fee of $.50 to each residential customer. The total amount of these changes would be $5.52. In addition to a 15% surcharge for extraterritorial customers who are outside the city limits.
